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Restorative Dental Treatment
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Restorative dental treatment is the restoration of teeth and gums to health, function and good appearance.  The problems that we deal with most often arise from extensive tooth decay, severe tooth wear or the failure of previous crowns, bridges or dentures.


What can be done to solve restorative dental problems?
This will depend on the problem This can be very simple or very complex.  The solution most often involves a combination of treatments such as crowns, veneers, bridges, adhesive fillings, root canal treatment, removable dentures, gum treatment or dental implants.



What are dental implants?
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Dental implants are a new and exciting addition to the options available to us.  Implants are a way of replacing missing teeth by implanting a titanium root into the jaw bone.  New teeth can then be built up on the implants.  Implants are sometimes the best solution for difficult restorative problems because they are one way of avoiding wearing a removable denture or cutting into the other teeth to make a bridge.

What happens at

the first visit?

When you see us for the first time we will want to take the time to find out how you feel about your teeth and the improvements you would like to see.  Your consultation will include a discussion of your past dental and medical history as well as a thorough examination of your mouth and teeth.

Using our specialist dental camera we will be able to show you instantly on screen exactly what we can see in your mouth and demonstrate any problem areas to you.

In simple cases we can give you a treatment plan and quotation at your first visit.  In the more involved cases we may need to take further x-rays, impressions for study casts and photographs.  We will then need a second or even third visit to discuss the options with you.
